Contestants may on or before the sane date file a notion
for in canmera inspection of any other document concerning which
the Secretary's claimof privilege was upheld. | also direct the
Secretary to respond to ny letter of June 18, 1992, concerning
the present status of any grand jury investigation.

Finally, | direct that the parties file on or before July
15, 1992, nenoranda in support of their respective positions on
the Secretary's work product privilege claim and on the
applicability of Rule 6(e) of the Federal Rules of Crimnal
Procedure.
